      Committee noted a letter dated 19th May 2009 from the Integrated Transport 

            Service requesting views on a “route and branch” review in the former Crewe 

            and Nantwich Borough area which included the Rural Rider service in the Congleton

            area. Views were required by 1st July 2009 and Members were asked to pass

9.         CAR PARKING CHARGES

            The Town Clerk submitted a report updating the Committee on current thinking 

            within Cheshire East Council on the introduction of charges in Congleton Town. The 

            Cabinet was discussing a paper on 16th June 2009 and Committee discussed a fall-

            back position if Cheshire East did not accept the Town Council’s arguments for a 2 

            year moratorium on charges in the town.

            The decision of the Planning Committee set out in Minute PLN/3/0910 dated 21st 

            May 2009 was noted.

            examination of any draft Car Parking Charges Orders proposed by Cheshire

            East, lobbying for the introduction of Park and Ride schemes where necessary and 
            the provision of additional car parking to replace spaces lost as a result of the new 
            developments

a) The Town Clerk submitted a letter from Mrs P Mc Donnell, 16 Cedar Court, Congleton with reference to drastic pruning work to the hedgerows adjoining the Lamberts Lane Bridlepath on the 9th and 10th May 2009. This was a matter for the Cheshire East Council to address and it was agreed that the Town Clerk should pass the correspondence on as a matter of urgency.
b) Reference was made to various public realm issues concerning the new Bus Shelter in Buxton Road, Un- lit lamps in Buglawton and Trees covering lamps in Howey Lane. The Town Clerk was asked to draw the attention of the relevant Authorities to these issues.
