Town Council to Deliver
More Services

Congleton Town Council is now
responsible for litter picking, emptying
the public bins and dog bins, cleaning
the toilets, looking after the play areas,
parks, roundabouts and public open
spaces in the town. Cheshire East is
paying the Town Council to employ and
manage the 11 staff that deliver these
services for Congleton. The Town Council
has welcomed these new staff and
believes it will help deliver the vision of
making Congleton an even better place
to live, work and visit.

The Town Council is expected to increase
its precept (the amount residents pay the
Town Council) by 5p per week from April.
This increase is necessary to offset the
reduction in Council Tax Support Grant of
11,529 and the new charge of £14,800 for
monitoring the CCTV cameras.

Every effort is being taken by the staff and
councillors to deliver the same or better
services with an increasingly tight budget.
