Social Supermarket for Congleton  

Background  

The Green Tree House Social Supermarket has been running in Biddulph for the 
past five years. At the Supermarket customers can purchase 10 goods for £4.50, 
20 goods for £9 or 30 goods for £13.50. The group realised that many of its 
customers in the store in Biddulph were coming from Congleton.  

The LOL foundation offered the café some free space in their buildings in Lawton 
Street which the charity accepted to get a quick start in Congleton, although 
ideally, they would like more space for customers. The shop intends to be open 
on Wednesdays and Fridays from 10am – 2pm.  

Sean Thompson, one of the directors of the Charity will give a short presentation 
to Councillors to explain more about the project which hopes to open in the next 
few weeks.
